Century Mill Horse Shows General Rules

1. Helmets are required at all times while mounted on the show grounds.  Helmet strap must be fastened and adjusted appropriately.

2. No dogs permitted on the show grounds.

3. The judge's decisions are final.

4. All entries must be accompanied by payment.  Any returned checks will be charged a $25 fee.

5. Show management reserves the right to combine, split or cancel classes as needed.

6. All riders showing in MHC or NEHC medal classes must record their MHC or NEHC number on their entry form.  

7. All entries must be signed.

8. All classes which are recognized by NEHC, MHC, MHJ or Marshall & Sterling will be run and judged according to their rules.

9.  Only the exhibitor and those having official duties shall be allowed inside the show ring while classes are being judged.

10. Any person showing discourtesy or disobedience to the judge or officials may be eliminated and will forfeit all entry and other fees.

Class Descriptions

Classes are $20/class unless otherwise noted.

Hunter Schooling Trip (unrated):


An unjudged schooling trip that may be taken at any point during the day.  Must follow posted course but may be taken inbetween your other trips if needed - an opportunity to reschool if necessary.  Run at all heights.  May have unlimited hunter schooling trips but pay class entry fee each time.  Class number 79.  Entry fee: $20.

Mini Hunter (Unrated):


An introductory division open to horses and/or riders new to showing.  To show at a walk and trot only on the flat.  Crossrails may be jumped at the trot or canter at rider’s discretion.  Classes 1, 2, 3.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Mini Equitation (Unrated):


An introductory division open to riders new to showing.  Riders may not show in any class at this show requiring a rider to canter.  To show at a walk and trot only on the flat.  Crossrails may be jumped at the trot or canter at rider’s discretion.  Classes 4, 5, 6.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Short Stirrup Hunter (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Open to riders 12 years of age or under.  Fences not to exceed 18”.  On the flat, riders will show at a walk, trot and canter.  No more than 8 riders to canter at a time.  Riders may not have ever shown over fences that exceed 18”.  Classes 7, 8, 9.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Short Stirrup Equitation/MHJ Short Stirrup Medal (NEHC & MHC "B"):


Open to riders 12 years of age or under.  Fences not to exceed 18”.  On the flat, riders will show at a walk, trot and canter.  No more than 8 riders to canter at a time.  Riders may be asked to halt and back.  Riders may not have ever shown over fences that exceed 18”.  Classes 10, 11, 12.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.  Second trip over fences is MHJ qualifier round.

Long Stirrup Hunter (unrated):


Open to riders 13 years of age and older.  Fences not to exceed 18".  On the flat, riders will show at a walk, trot and canter.  Riders may not show in classes that exceed 18" at this show.  Classes 68, 69 and 70.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Long Stirrup Equitation (unrated)


Open to riders 13 years of age and older.  Fences not to exceed 18".  On the flat, riders will show at a walk, trot and canter.  Riders may not show in classes that exceed 18" at this show.  Classes 71, 72 and 73.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.
Leadline Equitation (MHC "C"):


Open to riders 6 years of age and under.  To show at the walk and trot in hand.  To be judged on equitation, but with suitability to and manners of the mount to be considered.  Leader on foot must be 14 years of age or over.  Rider and handler must be properly attired.  Riders may not compete in any other classes.  Classes 13, 14, 15. Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Walk Trot Equitation (NEHC & MHC "B"):


To show at the walk and trot only.  Open to riders 10 years of age and under who have never shown in a class requiring entrants to canter.  Classes 16 & 17 to show on the rail and class 20 over poles.  Class 20 is unrated.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Walk Trot Hunter Pleasure (NEHC & MHC "C"):


To show at the walk and trot only.  Open to riders 10 years of age and under who have never shown in a class requiring entrants to canter.  Classes 18 and 19 to show on the rail.  Class 21 is a trail class to show over a pattern of suitable obstacles.  The trail class will also have a rail portion to follow the pattern.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Beginner Adult (unrated)

Open to riders age 11 and over.  Riders may not have competed in classes at 2’ in higher in the past year.  Classes 93, 94, 95.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Hunter Type Pet Pony (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Open to riders 14 years of age and under.  To be judged on manners, performance and suitability.  To be shown at a walk, trot and canter both directions.  Classes 22 & 23.  Class 23 is a Championship class, you must have participated in Class 22 in order to participate in Class 23.

Open Hunter Pleasure (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Open to all Horses of the Hunter type ordinarily used for pleasure purposes with no limitation to the status of the rider. To show at a walk, trot and canter both ways of the ring. Light contact with the Horse’s mouth is required. To be judged on manners, performance, quality, presence, substance and soundness.  Classes 24 & 25.  Class 25 is a Championship class, you must have participated in Class 24 in order to participate in Class 25.

NEHC Pleasure Class (NEHC rated "C"): 


Open to horses and ponies to be shown at a walk, trot and canter.  Will be required to back.  Shall be judged on manners, performance and quality, in that order.  Loose rein on command of judge only, but without loss of contact.  Class 26.

Pre-Children’s Hunter (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Open to Junior riders on horses or ponies.  Fence height 2’ with no combinations.  At the same show, rider may not cross enter into Children’s Hunter, or any class where fences exceed 2’3”.  Classes 27, 28, 29.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Pre-Child/Adult Equitation (unrated)


Open to Junior riders on horses or ponies.  Fence height 2’ with no combinations.  At the same show, rider may not cross enter into Children’s Hunter, or any class where fences exceed 2’3”.  Classes 96, 97, 98.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Pre-Adult Hunter (unrated):


Open to Adult Amateur riders on horses or ponies.  Fence height 2' with no combinations.  At the same show, rider may not cross enter into any classes where fences exceed 2'3".  Classes 76, 77, 78.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Low Hunter (unrated):


Open to all horses, ponies and riders regardless of experience.  Fences not to exceed 2'3".  Classes 81, 82, 83.

Children’s Equitation (NEHC & MHC "B"):


Open to Junior riders who are eligible for Children’s Hunter Division and who have not shown over a course where fences exceed 3’.  Fences for small/medium ponies 2’, fences for large ponies and horses 2’6”.  Classes 30, 31, 32.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Child/Adult Special Hunter (MHC "C"):


Open to amateur adult and junior riders.  No Professionals.  Open to horses and ponies that have not jumped 3’ or over in the previous year OR riders that have not shown at 3’ or over in the previous year.  Fences not to exceed 2’6”.  No in and outs.  Classes 33, 34, 35.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Modified Adult Equitation (NEHC & MHC "B"):


Open to Amateur riders 18 years and older who have not won 6 blue ribbons in recognized Adult Equitation and/or Adult Medal classes.  For Amateurs who have won 6 blue ribbons, if as of Dec 1st of the current year they have not shown in classes at 3' or above for 2 years they are eligible for this division.  Open to horses or ponies ridden by adults.  Fences not to exceed 2’6”.  Riders may not compete in any classes at the same show that exceed 2'6".  Classes 36, 37, 38.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Children’s Hunter Pony (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Open to Junior exhibitors who are eligible for Intermediate Equitation as of December 1st of the current show year.  Fences 2’ for small and medium ponies and 2’6” for large ponies; spreads not to exceed fence height.  Same pony/rider combination may not show in any other rated division except equitation at the same show.  Ponies may be shown by another rider in any other division or section at the same show.  May be combined with Children’s Hunter Horse if there are not enough entries.  Classes 39, 40, 41.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.  Class 40 is first round of M&S Children's Hunter Classic.

Children’s Hunter Horse (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Open to Junior exhibitors who are eligible for Intermediate Equitation as of December 1st of the current show year.  Fences 3’, spreads not to exceed fence height.  Same horse/rider combination may not show in any other rated division except equitation at the same show.  Horses may be shown by another rider in any other division or section at the same show.  May be combined with Children’s Hunter Pony.  Class 42, 43, 44.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded. Class 43 is first round of M&S Children's Hunter Classic.

Adult Amateur Hunter (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Riders must be Amateurs who are no longer eligible to compete as Junior Exhibitors.  Horse/rider combination is not eligible for any other MHC or NEHC rated classes.  Horses may be shown by a different rider in any other division or class at the same competition.  To be judged on performance, soundness, manners, way of going, size of rider to mount and suitability as an Adult Amateur Hunter.  Fences 3’, spreads not to exceed fence height.  Ponies may be ridden by adults, suitability to count.  Classes 45, 46, 47.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.  Class 46 is first round of M&S Adult Hunter Classic.

Open Equitation 11 & Under (NEHC & MHC “B”)


Open to all riders age 11 and under.  To be held over a minimum of 6 fences not to exceed 2'3".  Classes 104, 105, 106.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.
Open Equitation 12-14 (NEHC & MHC “B”)

Open to all riders between the ages of 12 and 14.  To be held over a minimum of 6 fences not to exceed 2'9".  Classes 89, 90 & 91.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.
Open Equitation 15-17 (NEHC & MHC “B”)


Open to all riders between the ages of 15 and 17.  To be held over a minimum of 6 fences not to exceed 3'3".  Classes 107, 108 & 109.  Championship & Reserve to be awarded.

Puddle Jumper 2' (unrated):


Open to all riders and all horses and ponies.  Fence height not to exceed 2' and spreads not to exceed 2'.  To show over a course of a minimum of 7 fences.  Classes 59, 60 and 102.  Champion & Reserve to be awarded.
Level 0 Jumper (unrated):


Open to all riders and all horses and ponies.  Fence height not to exceed 2'6" an spreads not to exceed 2'6".  To show over a course of a minimum of 7 fences.  Classes 61 and 62.

Level 1 Jumper (unrated):


Open to all riders and all horses and ponies. Fence height not to exceed 3' and spreads not to exceed 3'.  To show over a course of a minimum of 7 fences.  Classes 63 and 64.

Child/Adult Jumper (NEHC & MHC "C"):


Open to Junior exhibitors who have not reached their 18th birthday by December 1st of the current year and to Amateur Adult riders.  Fences not to exceed 3'3".  Horse/rider combination showing in jumper classes where fences are over 3'6" are not eligible.  Class 67.

MHC Mini Medal: 


Open to members of MHC who have not reached their fifteenth birthday and have not competed in classes in which the entry is required to jump higher than 3’.  All contestants are to compete over a course not exceeding eight fences and not less than six fences, excluding combination fences, at a height not to exceed 2’6” for ponies and horses.  One or more individual tests may be required at the judge’s discretion (USEF current tests 1-8).  After qualifying for finals, contestant is no longer eligible for this class.  Ten points are required to qualify for the finals.  A Mini-Medal rider who competes in the Junior Medal prior to the finals is no longer eligible for the Mini-Medal Final.  To fill a class, at least four competitors must complete the course.  Class number 48.  Entry Fee: $30.

MHC Junior Medal:


Open to Junior members of the MHC who have not reached their 18th birthday.  All contestants are required to perform over at least 8 fences not to exceed 3’.  Ten points are required to qualify for the finals.  After qualifying, a contestant is no longer eligible to enter the class.  Failure to comply will result in disqualification from the Finals.  One or more individual tests of the top 4 contestants may be required at the judge’s discretion (USEF tests 1-19).  To fill a class, at least 4 competitors must complete the course.  10 points is required to qualify for the Finals.  Class number 49.  Entry fee: $30.

NEHC Junior Medal:


Open to Junior members of the New England Horsemen’s Council who have not reached their 18th birthday.  All contestants are required to perform over at least 8 fences set to a height from 3’ to 3’3” with a combination and two changes of direction after the first fence.  One or more individual tests of the top four contestants may be requested at the judge’s discretion (USEF current tests 1-19).  To fill a class, at least four competitors must complete the course.  Once a contestant has qualified, they are no longer eligible to compete in this class.  Violation will forfeit eligibility for finals for that year. Class 50.  Entry fee: $30.

MHC Adult Medal:


Open to adult amateur members of MHC.  All contestants are required to perform over at least 8 fencese 2’6” to 2’9” with at least one change of direction.  One or more individual tests of the top 4 contestants may be requested at the judge’s discretion (USEF tests1-17).  To fill a class at least four competitors must complete the course.  After qualifying, a contestant is no longer eligible to enter this class.  Failure to comply will result in disqualification from the Finals.  Class 51.  Entry fee: $30.

NEHC Adult Medal:


Open to Adult Amateur members of the New England Horsemen’s Council.  All contestants are required to perform over at least eight fences set at a height from 2’9” to 3’ with a combination and two changes of direction after the first obstacle.  One or more individual tests of the top four contestants may be requested at the judge’s discretion (USEF current tests 1-19).  To fill a class, at least four competitors must complete the course.  Class number 52.  Entry fee: $30.

Marshall & Sterling Classes:

Bit O' Straw Classic: 


A 2'6" classic for the novice-type children's and adult rider.  A separate, two-round classic.  Open to Junior and Amateur riders.  No cross entry of horse/pony or rider into the M&S Children's Horse, Pony or Adult Hunter Classics.  No cross entry of rider into any rated Hunters or any class with fences of 3' or higher.  Rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for Finals.  Class number 65.  Entry fee $40.

M&S Children's Hunter Pony Classic:


First round of classic is class #40.  May be combined with Children's Hunter Horse Classic if entries warrant.  Rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for Finals.  Class number 57.  Entry fee $30.

M&S Children's Hunter Horse Classic:


First round of classic is class #43.  May be combined with Children's Hunter Pony Classic if entries warrant.  Rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for Finals.  Class number 58. Entry fee $30.

M&S Adult Hunter Classic:


First round of classic is class #46.  Rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for Finals.  Class number 75.  Entry fee $30.

M&S Adult Medal:


Open to Adult Amateur riders.  To be shown over a minimum of 8 fences at 3' including a combination and at least two changes of direction after the first fence.  Two or more tests of the top four competitors are required.  The same horse must be used in all phases.  Only one rider per horse.  Three riders must complete the course for points to count. The rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for the Finals.  Entry Fee: $30.

Sore-No-More Children's Medal Horse:


Fences 3'.  Open to Junior riders on horses that are not competing in any classes in which the fences exceed 3'3".  To be shown over a minimum of 8 fences at 3' including a combination and at least two changes of direction after the first fence.  Two or more tests of the top four competitors are required.  The same horse must be used in all phases.  Only one rider per horse.  Three riders  must complete the course in order for points to count.  The rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for Finals.  No cross entry of rider into the M&S Children's Pony Medal at the same show.  Class number 55.  Entry fee $30.

M&S 2'6" Children's Medal:


Open to Junior riders on horses or ponies that are not competing at the same show in any class with fences 3' or higher.  To be shown over a minimum of 8 fences the required height with at least two changes of direction after the first fence.  Two or more tests of the top four competitors are required.  The same horse must be used in all phases.  Only one rider per horse.  Three riders must complete the course in order for points to count.  The rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for the Finals.  No cross entry of rider into the M&S Children's Pony Medal at the same show.  Class number 53.  Entry fee $30.

M&S 2'6" Adult Medal:


Open to Adult Amateur riders that are not competing at the same show in any class with fences 3' or higher.  To be shown over a minimum of 8 fences at 2'6" including at least two changes of direction after the first fence.  Two or more tests of the top four competitors are required.  The same horse must be used in all phases.  Only one rider per horse.  Three riders must complete the course in order for points to count.  The rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for the Finals.  Class number 54. Entry fee $30.

M&S Children's Medal - Pony:


Open to Junior riders on ponies that are not competing at the same show in any class with fences at 3' or higher.  to be shown over a minimum of 8 fences at the required height with at least two changes of direction after the first fence.  Two or more tests of the top four competitors are required.  The same pony must be used in all phases.  Only one rider per pony.  (Riders may not ride in more than one height section of the class).  Three riders must complete the course in order for points to count.  The rider must be a member in order for points to count toward qualifying for the Finals.  No cross entry of rider into the M&S Children's Horse Medal or M&S 2'6" Children's Medal at the same show.  Class number 74.  Entry fee $30.

$500 M&S Child/Adult Jumper Classic:


Open to Junior and Amateur riders, must have competed in at least one other Child/Adult Jumper class at the same show.  Table II.2.b.  Jumps not to exceed 3'6" in height and 3'6" in width.  The rider must be a member in order for points to count towards qualifying for the Finals.  Class number 80.  Entry fee: $50

MHJ Short Stirrup Medal:


Open to all junior riders who have not reached their 13th birthday as of December 1st of the current show year.  To perform over at least four fences not to exceed 18".  Riders may not compete in any other equitation class other than Short Stirrup Equitation at any show and shall not have competed in a class jumping over 18".  Any Short Stirrup Equitation class may be used as the qualifying class.  At least four riders must complete the course in order for points to count.  Class #12, combined with second trip of Short Stirrup Equitation.

MHJ Mini Medal:


Open to all junior riders who have not reached their 15th birthday as of December 1st of the current show year (except Maiden and Novice riders who have not reached their 18th birthday as of December 1st of the current show year).  To perform over at least six fences not to exceed 2'6".  At least 4 riders must complete the course in order for points to count.  Class number 84.  Entry fee $25.

MHJ Adult Medal:


Open to all Adult Amateur competitors to perform over at least 8 fences 2'9" to 3', spreads not to exceed fence height, with at least two changes of direction and a combination.  At least 3 riders must complete the course in order for points to count. Class number 85. Entry fee $25.

MHJ Adult Mini-Medal:


Open to all Adult Amateur competitors to perform over at least 8 fences 2'3" to 2'6", spreads not to exceed fence height.  Riders may not cross enter into the regular Adult Medal.  At least 3 riders must complete the course in order for points to count.  Class number 86.  Entry fee $25.

MHJ Junior Medal:


Open to all junior riders who have not reached their 18th birthday as of December 1st of the current show year.  To perform over at least six fences not to exceed 3'.  At least 4 riders must complete the course in order for points to count.  Class number 87.  Entry fee $25.

MHJ Children's Equitation Medal:


Open to all horses and ponies.  Open to riders who have not reached their 18th birthday.  Riders may not cross enter into Junior Equitation.  Fences 2' for small/medium ponies, 2'6" for large ponies/horses.  Class number 88.  Entry fee $25.

MHJ Short Stirrup Medal:


Open to Short Stirrup exhibitors who have entered at least one other Short Stirrup Equitation class at this show.  To be judged over a course of no more than 8 fences at 18".  One or more simple tests may be required in the round.  Class number 66.  Entry fee $25.

NEHC/MHC 2’6” Hunter Derby (Rated “C”)
This is a two round class open to amateur adults and juniors to be shown over a course of ten fences at 2'6" with the first round judged on performance, hunter pace, style, quality, substance, and movement. The course should include at least one in and out, one bending line and one unrelated distance. The obstacles are to simulate those found in a hunt field. Natural obstacles may be used. NEHC/MHC 2’9” Hunter Derby (Rated “C”)
This is a two round class open to all riders to be shown over a course of ten fences at 2'9" with the first round judged on performance, hunter pace, style, quality, substance, and movement. The course should include at least one in and out, one bending line and one unrelated distance. The obstacles are to simulate those found in a hunt field. Natural obstacles may be used. The top 4 or 25% from the first round will return to jump a handy hunter round of eight obstacles which may include at least two of the following: trot jump, light turn option clever options for jump approach halt and/or back and walk jump. Judged on style, brilliance, and handiness. To fill a class, at least 4 riders.  Class number 99.  Entry fee $40.
